 Honored as the 2011 inductee into the Iowa Hereford Hall of Fame was the late Keith Hoelzen 

of Triple H Ranch, Burlington.  Induction ceremonies were held on Au g. 28 during the I owa Hereford 

Breeders Association õs annual meeting at Lacey State Park near Keosauqua.   

 

 Keith Hoelzen was a pioneer in technology in beef cattle production.  His early program 

included performance testing, the use of ultrasonics  to determine backfat, and embryo transplant.  

 

 After graduating from the University of Missouri in 1951, Keith got in the Hereford business 

with the purchase of so me horned Herefords; then in 1954 he acquired an interest in the 1952 rerserve 

national cham pion Polled Hereford sale bull and changed to a polled breeding program.  In 1962 the 

firm began a performance testing program utilizing several Certified Meat Sires.  Two of the then 

leading bull studs, Cur t iss and Codding -NOBA, purchased bulls from Tripl e H. 

 

 Keith began doing untrasonic carcass evaluation on beef cattle in the late ô60s on herds 

throughout the U.S. and at livestock shows, including the National Polled Hereford Show.  Although the 

emphasis was on performance, Keith bred cattle that would  also win in the showring.  Triple H cattle 

were shown and won at some of the nationõs major shows.  Among the showring winners for Keith and 

son Hugh was the National champion cow -calf pair, champion female at the American Royal  and 

numerous champion bull s and females at the Iowa State Fair.  

 

 In the 1970s, Triple H began an embryo transplant program.  A Triple H female, HHH Oakmaid  

547, was the American Polled Hereford Associationõs second place Gold Trophy Dam for several years.  

With the embryo transplant program, she produced more than 50 offspring.  Her descendants helped 



the Hoelzens win premier exhibitor and premier breeder aw ards at the American Royal, North American 

International and Iowa and Illinois State Fairs.  

 

 Keith started and operated a bull test station and sale, which drew Polled Herefords from 

throughout the U.S. and Canada.  Cattle from the test station and from T riple H Ranch were exported 

to several South American countries.   

 

For several years, Keith was secretary and sale manager for the Iowa Polled Hereford 

Association.  He did professional livestock photography at ranches throughout the U.S. and at some of 

the major livestock shows, including the Chicago International, American Royal and the Iowa and 

Illinois State Fairs.  His photos appeared on the covers of numerous breed publications.  

 

Keith passed away in 2008 at the age of 77.  His widow, Doris, and son,  Hugh, accepted the 

award on his behalf.

A standing -room -only crowd in 

the outdoor show arena watched judge Brent Meeks of Upstream Ranch, Taylor, Neb., place nine cow -

calf pairs, 129 heifers and 29 bulls in one of the largest breed shows at this yearõs fair. 

 

 It was an encore performance for MAV Martini 06X, who topped the large female show for the 

Vogel family of Hartley ð she was champion horned heifer last year as a junior calf.  In the bull show, a 

junior calf from the Deppe Brothersõ WeBCows of Maquoketa, claimed the grand championship.  DEP 

Good & Plenty ET was reserve grand champion at the Junior National in July.  Both the grand champions
